Honduras.  

Michael grew up at Oak Hills Church; he and his wife, Valina, first traveled 
to Honduras in the May 2013 and began working there on mission in the 

Fall of the same year. In May 2015 they took 
over full ownership and leadership of the Casa 
de Ester ministry. 

CDE provides physical, spiritual, and emotion-
al support to 17+ young women who 
are victims of abuse. Additionally, they pro-
vide educational, vocational, and transition 
assistance to 

these women. Through their work and 
God's healing they are able to transform 
the lives of the women of Honduras.  In 
December 2016, the Perry's transitioned 
stateside to focus on building their minis-
try partnership network, along with fund-
raising.  Today, they are part of CoreLuv, 
and continue to be involved with the oper-
ations of CDE and participate with STM 
teams that serve at CDE and Honduras.
